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Chinese Course Information

The Language Center offers three types of courses for Chinese learners, season course,
short-term course, and summer camp.

Season courses: The course outline can be found on the website of the Language Center,
and is subject to change based on students’ Chinese abilities. Each season will last for 12
weeks; students should take required courses at least 15 hours every week. The fee and
important dates for season courses are shown below:

Students will be placed in four different levels, beginner, basic, intermediate and
advanced, based on their Chinese ability at the beginning of the course. The focus will be on
developing students' listening, speaking, reading and writing skills.  Multimedia will be
incorporated into courses for better teaching and learning performance.

Short-term: The courses are designed for Chinese learners in different ages and also for
their specific purposes. Customized classes are designed based on students’ needs. Each
term will last 36 hours, depending on students’ study plans.

Individual course: Each course will be 24 hours, and the schedule can be arranged
depend on student’s need.

Summer camp: Open for over-sea students in college or high school, and students in
partner universities of Chaoyang University of Technology. Both Chinese classes and cultural

activities are designed, and each camp will last for two to four weeks

The bank statement must be
written in English on official bank letterhead, contain an account number, the
amount of money available in U.S. or foreign currency and MUST be signed and
dated by a bank official no more than three months prior to the date you are
applying on. The sponsor(s) name(s) must also be mentioned on the Bank Statement.
A valid proof of the relationship between the applicant and sponsor should be
provided. Ex. birth certificate.
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Visa

Students who hold ordinary passports or other legal travel documents and who intend to study
Chinese in Taiwan should apply for an extendable Taiwan Visitor Visa. To apply for a
Visitor Visa, the following documents are required.

M The Admission Approval Letter (offered by Language Center)

M Original AND photocopy of passport (valid for 6 months with blank pages).
M Completed and signed application form

M Two passport-size photos in color within 6 months

M Plan for studying Chinese (original & photocopy)

M Proof of financial support (original & photocopy)

M Other requested documents for certain individual cases.

Food

The nearest restaurants and venders can be found inside of the campus, Jifeng E. Rd(#
i 4 §.), and two shopping district are in Dali and Wu-Feng.

To ensure the public hygiene, the Meals and Catering Committee of Chaoyang
University of Technology is established. Random inspections will be conducted to meal
plates, trays, bowls, and most importantly, the food. Restaurant surveys will be conducted
among students and meetings will be held amongst the Committee, caterers and school
representatives twice a semester for communication and follow-ups.

s<Notice:
< In Taiwan, the main meals are rice and noodles. However, Western, Thai,
Indian, Japanese, Korean, and Malaysian dishes can also be found easily.
< The average cost for a meal (lunch or dinner) ranges from NT$50 to NT$100
and breakfast is cheaper.
< Itis not necessary to “tip” in restaurants. Generally, bills are to be paid after
meal, while some stalls or small-scale restaurants are to be paid before the
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meal.
<> Food and/or soft drinks purchased from street stalls are generally cheap,

though hygiene is to be considered.
<> The nearest McDonald’s is located down to the end of Chung-Cheng Road in

Wu-Feng. There are also KFC and McDonald’s in Da-Li City.

<> The restaurants and shops at school do not offer fruits. Please visit the
evening markets, fruit vendors, and supermarkets nearby.

<> Do not drink tap water. The school water fountain is inspected regularly and
it is safe.

< Simple cooking facilities are available on the first floor of Dormitory | and on

the basement of Dormitory 1.
Weather

Taiwan is Subtropical and therefore, it is unlikely to have snow except in mountain areas.
In winter, the average temperature in Taichung is around 18°C and an overcoat may be
necessary. The raining season comes in May and June, and the typhoon season is from July
to October. Thus, an umbrella and a raincoat will be necessary.

Taichung, the third largest city situated in Central Taiwan has a pleasant climate, simple
and diligent customs, prosperous, and cultural events.

Clothing

Clothes are available at street shops, night markets, and on websites. While department
stores in downtown Taichung offer clothes with better quality and of course the price would
be higher.

Casual and comfortable clothes are recommended for classes and daily life; however,
slippers are not allowed in class.

Apartment

Information of recommended apartment and landlord near the campus will be provided
by the Language Center with the admission letter.

Students who intend to live in the dormitory would also be accepted. The fee for each
season ranges from NT$6,400 to 22,500, depend on the size of the suit, and is subject to
change.

Transportation

Taiwan Taoyuan International Airport -CYUT

Taiwan Taoyuan International airport is located in Taoyuan city. It is about 150km
north to Taichung city and about 50km south to Taipei city. To reach the campus from
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Taoyuan International Airport, the easier way is to take Taiwan High Speed Rail (THSR)

»  Stepl: Take UBUS from the airport to THSR Taoyuan Station, this takes about 20
minutes and the fee is NT$30.

»  Step2: Take THSR from Taoyuan to Taichung, this takes about 40 minutes and
the fee is NT $590.

»  Step3: Take a taxi from Taichung THSR station to CYUT, this takes about 30
minutes and the fee is about NT$500. You can show the message below to the
taxi driver.

Urban Taichung—CYUT
There are several options from urban Taichung to the campus. You can take a bus, taxi,
or ride a scooter (with Taiwan Driver’s License)

Taichung Public Bus
A Route 131 ~ 132 city bus comes directly from Taichung railway station to CYUT.
The fare for one-way is NT$34 or26. While 133 ~ 158 city bus comes directly from
Taichung high speed railway station to CYUT. The fare for one-way is NT$43 or63. Please
find the schedule and bus rates can be found on the website of Transportation Bureau
(http://www.traffic.taichung.gov.tw) or simply download APP “ Bus Tracker Taichung” on
Google Play Store.

Taxi
Taxes are also available at bus/train/THSR stations and it takes about 20 to 30 minutes
to get to CYUT from these places. The contact number is available at the front desk of
Administration Building.

Scooters
Six in-door and out-door parking lots for scooters which offer 5,777 spaces are
available on campus. The “Car and Motorcycle Management Regulations™ is in force not
only maintaining the order of traffic but also keeping the campus nice and clean.

B Purchasing daily necessities at “Simplemart”(# & 4+) and “Pxmart”( 2 F45J] ¢ )
on Minsheng Rd. is recommended since these stores provide a variety of necessities
and food in lower price.(the location can be found in the appendix page)

W It is possible to haggle over the price of clothes, shoes, home appliances and even food.
While this is common in most stores and street stalls, not in convenience stores and
department stores however.

B A card with your name, emergency contact names and phone numbers, school phone
number and address on it is recommended if you are leaving the campus alone.

B Movie tickets cost about NT$200-250. There is no movie theater near school.
Large-scale movie theaters in Taichung are normally located inside Department stores
such as Mode Mall, Chung Yo, Shin Kong Mitsu Koshi and SOGO.

B Bowling alleys, billiard tables and swimming pools are all nearby.

Currency
The currency in Taiwan is called the New Taiwan Dollar (NT$). The face values of the
bills are: NT$1000, NT$500 and NT$100. Coins are used frequently and there are NT$50,
NT$10, NT$5 and NT$1 circulating. There are also NT$2000 and NT$200 bills and NT$20
coins but they are not used often.

Living Cost
The average living cost for international students in Chaoyang are ranges approximately
from NT$5,000 to NT$6,000 each month. Please note that the apartment/dormitory fee is
not included.
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Postal Service

The postage for regular mail is NT$5 and prompt delivery is NT$12. International mail,
packages and express service will be priced based on weight and destinations. Please visit
the website of Taiwan Post for more information: www.post.gov.tw/post/index.jsp. The
CAVES BOOKS store located at the 1F of Science and Engineering Building provides simple
postal services. Maost convenience stores also provide courier and express mail services.

Foreigners may open an account at Post Offices or banks. With a valid Visa, a passport,
and an initial deposit of NT$1,000, please proceed to the Service Counter at 1st floor of
Administration Building of CYUT during 1pm to 2:30pm, Tuesdays and Fridays for opening
accounts.

Religions
Religion in Taiwan is characterized by a diversity of religious beliefs and practices, due
to its multicultural history, and religious freedom written in the constitution of the Republic of
China. Today Buddhism and Taoism are the predominant religions in Taiwan, along with
significant numbers of Protestants, Roman Catholics and Muslims.

Languages
Chinese Mandarin is the official language in Taiwan, though other dialects are also
spoken. Most young adults can speak a little English.

Telecommunications

Payphones in Taiwan can be divided into two types, coin and card. Coin type phones
accept coins in denominations of NT$1, NT$5, and NT$10. To make local calls, NT$1
equals one minute of talking on the phone.

Phone cards are divided into magnetic strip cards and IC cards and can be used all over
Taiwan. Magnetic strip cards is NT$100 each, and IC cards are available in NT$200 and
NT$300. The cards are sold at railway stations, bus stations, scenic spots, and convenience
stores.

An area code is not necessary for local calls but is used for long distance calls.
Instructions are on all payphones.
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International calls can be made from private cell phones, public IDD phones, or hotel
IDD phones. International calls are charged in units of six seconds.
